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BACKGROUND

On 3 July 2019 the Commissioner of the Anti-Dumping Commission (the Commissioner), has initiated a continuation inquiry of the anti-dumping measures applying to deep drawn stainless steel sinks (the goods) exported to Australia from the People’s Republic of China (China). The anti-dumping measures are in the form of a dumping duty notice and a countervailing duty notice. The continuation inquiry will examine whether the anti-dumping measures should:
· remain unaltered; or
· case to apply to a particular exporter or to a particular kind of goods; or
· have effect in relation to a particular exporter or to exporters generally, as if different variable factors had been ascertained; or
· expire on the specified expiry day.
Please refer to Anti-Dumping Notice (ADN) No. 2019/86 on the Anti-Dumping Commission (the Commission) website (www.adcommission.gov.au) for a detailed description of the goods and more information about the inquiry process.
Given the large number of exporters of the goods to Australia from China, it is not practical for the Commissioner to examine the entire population of exports from that country.
Accordingly, the Commissioner intends to carry out this inquiry on the basis of information obtained from an examination of a selected number of exporters who are responsible for the largest volume of exports to Australia that can reasonably be examined.
[bookmark: _Toc506971817][bookmark: _Toc72577227][bookmark: _Toc72577591][bookmark: _Toc98648074]Exporters of the goods from China other than the selected exporters named in Attachment A of ADN No. 2019/86 are requested to make themselves known to the Commission and provide a basic level of information, via an information request and associated spreadsheets. This information will assist in the inquiry and may assist the Commission to determine which additional exporters to include as selected exporters, if necessary, for example in the event that selected exporters named above do not cooperate with the inquiry.
Alternatively exporters may elect to submit a full questionnaire response for the Commission’s consideration. However, questionnaire responses from parties other than the selected exporters may not be considered if the Commission decides that to do so it would prevent the timely completion of the inquiry.
What happens if you do not respond to the information request and associated spreadsheets?
For the purposes of this inquiry, any exporter who does not cooperate with the inquiry by providing a response to this information request and associated spreadsheets, may be considered as an uncooperative exporter and/or a non-cooperative entity.
Assessments in relation to the variable factors for uncooperative exporters and non-cooperative entities, will be based on all relevant information.

What happens if you do respond to this information request and associated spreadsheets?
By completing the information request and associated spreadsheets, for the purposes of this inquiry, exporters of the goods will be regarded as ‘residual exporters’.
In making assessments in relation to the variable factors for residual exporters, the Commission will not calculate:
· export prices that are less than the weighted average of export prices for cooperative exporters, excluding those export prices from selected exporters whose dumping margins were less than 2 per cent; and 
· normal values that exceed the weighted average of normal values for cooperative exporters, excluding those normal values from cooperative exporters whose dumping margins were less than 2 per cent.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  Subsection 269TACAB(3). ] 

The Commission will determine subsidy margins for the residual exporters having regard to the amount of countervailable subsidies received by the selected exporters.
Responses to the information request and associated spreadsheets are due by Friday 9 August 2019.


[bookmark: _Toc12277542]Goods subject to Anti-dumping measures

The goods subject to anti-dumping measures (the goods) are:

Deep drawn stainless steel sinks with a single deep drawn bowl having a volume of between 7 and 70 litres (inclusive), or multiple drawn bowls having a combined volume of between 12 and 70 litres (inclusive), with or without integrated drain boards, whether finished or unfinished, regardless of type of finish, gauge, or grade of stainless steel and whether or not including accessories.

Additional information
Further information in relation to the goods was provided in the application as follows.
For the purposes of the definition of the goods, the term ‘‘deep drawn’’ refers to a manufacturing process using metal forming technology to produce a smooth basin with seamless, smooth, and rounded corners. Deep drawn stainless steel sinks are available in various shapes and configurations and may be described in a number of ways including flush mount, top mount, or undermount (to indicate the attachment relative to the countertop). Stainless steel sinks with multiple deep drawn bowls that are joined through a welding operation to form one unit are covered by the scope of the investigations. “Finished or unfinished” refers to whether or not the imported goods have been surface treated to their intended final “finish” for sale. Typically, finishes include brushed or polished.
Deep drawn stainless steel sinks are covered by the scope of the investigation whether or not they are sold in conjunction with accessories such as mounting clips, fasteners, seals, sound-deadening pads, faucets (whether attached or unattached), strainers, strainer sets, rinsing baskets, bottom grids, or other accessories.
Excluded from the definition of the goods the subject of this application are stainless steel sinks with fabricated bowls. Fabricated bowls do not have seamless corners, but rather are made by notching and bending the stainless steel, and then welding and finishing the vertical corners to form the bowls. Stainless steel sinks with fabricated bowls may sometimes be referred to as “fabricated sinks’’.
Deep drawn stainless steel sinks are commonly used in residential and non-residential installations including in kitchens, bathrooms, utility and laundry rooms. When used in the context of bathrooms, deep drawn stainless steel sinks may there be referred to, for marketing purposes, as “wash basins”. As noted above, deep drawn stainless steel sinks may, or may not, have a single (or multiple) integrated drain board that forms part of the sink structure, designed to direct water into the sink bowl.
